m By focusing on the history of white ants in colonial South Asia, this article shows how insects were
ubiquitous and fundamental to the shaping of British colonial power. British rule in India was vulnerable
to white ants because these insects consumed paper and wood, the key material foundations of the
colonial state. The white ant problem also made the colonial state more resilient and intrusive. The
sphere of strict governmental intervention was extended to include both animate and inanimate non-
humans, while these insects were invoked as symbols to characterize colonized landscapes, peoples,
and cultures. Nonetheless, encounters with white ants were not entirely within the control of the
colonial state. Despite effective state intervention, white ants did not vanish altogether, and remained
objects of everyday control until the final decade of colonial rule and after. Meanwhile, colonized and
post-colonial South Asians used white ants to articulate their own distinct political agendas.

The number of Japanese restaurants in Bangkok has rapidly increased in the previous decade.
According to the Japan External Trade Organization (JETRO) (2015:8), there are 2,126 Japanese
restaurants in all of Thailand, and twothirds of these are located in Bangkok.

Findinas revealed that the historv of Yodava can be traced far back to the Konbauna period. the era
after which Avutthava was ruled bv Mvanmar. As a conseauence of this. Thai roval families. philosonhers. exnerts
and servants were forced to miarate to Mvanmar. One sianificant niece of evidence revealina the renresentation of
Thai music in Mvanmar music was derived from the title and Ivric of the sona “Chui Chai.” It was also found that
some Yodava sonas have lvrics in Mvanmar but titles in Thai. These sonas are Phavantin. Khaekmorn. Kamin,
Tanao. Plenacha. Tobtuan. Cherdcharn. Naunaid. Kabi. and Mahouti. In terms of the musical features and
representation of Thai music in Yodava. two Yodava sonas (Weichavanta and Chaweitanva) were found to
represent Thai music because their melodic scales (G AB D E and C D E G A) are similar to both Tarnanai and
Tarnanork scales in classical Thai music. The melodic feature in the 4th movement of Chaweitanva is similar to
the 1st movement of the Phavadern sona in Thai music. Phavadern and Chaweitanva are basedon GABD E
and C D E G A scales respectivelv and are accombpanied bv a nercussion drum rhvthm. called “Sa Khun Dou Yia.”
The structure of Yodava was divided into three movements: orelude. interlude and finale. The prelude and finale
movements contained free tempo while the interlude movement had a consistent and related temp
